Programs and enrollments from Peer Institutions

3wt M ARCH

In general we note that mstitutions whech the faculty consider less than our peers
regionally, such as Hampton, Clemson, Miss. State, and Miami, have small enrollments
in the 3-yr M Arch programs, lower than that of UT, while our identified regional peer
schools have an average of over twice the enrollment of UT in the 3-yv M Arch.
Enrollment in 3-yr M Arch programs at national aspirational peers is 2.9 times that of

2-yr M ARCH (4+2)

The 2-yr MArch at UT is very small, admitting only a few students a year. Every peer has
a larger 2-yr program. Regional peers average 48 students and national peers 64. This
program has the largest potential for growth.

1-yr M ARCH (post-professional)

Although it is "on the books," UT does not currently offier this degree. These programs
typically require a 5-yr B Arch for entry and are typically small, averaging 11 students in
regional peer schools with such a program and 26 in aspirational peers. As more 5-yr B
Arch program convert to M Arch, the applicant pool for these degrees may dwindle,
while foreign applicants may increase. 4 of 5 aspirational peers have such a program.
This is an easy program for the College to create. In fact, it is listed in the UT Graduate
Catalog already, but has no funding.

MS (non-professional | post-professional)

UT does not currently offer this degree. These specialized degrees are found in only three
schools regionally, and not at all regional peers, however, 4 of 5 national peers have such
& program, averaging 33 students. There is large foreign smdent demand for thesc
degrees. Also, with increasing complexity and specialization in the profession, we cxpect
demand for topically-focused advanced study to increase. Given the lack of regional
competition, excepting Virginia Tech's large program, this is a good candidate for
expansion.

PhlvVDoctorate

UT does not corrently offer this degree. 3 of 5 regional peers and all of the national peers
offer a doctorate. Regional peers average 35 (skewed by Georgia Tech's large program),
while aspirational peers average 25 students. Less than 25 schools in the US and Canada
offer a doctorate in architecture. This degree would move UT into an new class of
schools. Along with advanced post-professional Master's degrees, a doctorate would
support expansion of faculty rescarch.
